Our winter season includes
rain, snow, and temperatures below freezing. Since storage space
is limited, clothing and belongings should be selected carefully and
“extras” should be kept to a minimum. Every dorm room is furnished
with Twin XL beds, a built-in closet, chairs, and a desk with the IDYLLWILD
dimensions 42" L x 24" W x 30" H. Storage under beds can fit a

long, flat bin no higher than 12”.
